Each wheel hub is mounted to a forged torsion 
arm, which is fixed to the rubber-encased steel 
bar inside the axle.

This system allows up to 
120 degrees of rubber cord movement, maximising 
swing arm travel and shock absorption.

Because each wheel operates independently, 
road shock is not transferred across the axle which 
delivers a true independent suspension system 
with fewer moving parts than conventional setups.
